All students are required to have three residency experiences. Residencies are held in May. . First
Year — This essential experience will orientate newly admitted Ph.D. students to the University and
the Counseling Department, with the goal of fostering student success. A physical tour of the
campus, seminars with university officials and resource personnel will be provided. First year students
will learn the process, procedures and online requirements for the program. Students will have the
opportunity to be mentored and to develop professional relationships with faculty and students.
Second Year - The second-year experience will expand and strengthen networks and cohort bonds.
Second year residency students will participate in academic workshops, prepare for professional
conferences, and develop manuscripts. Students will participate in a matching program to align their
dissertation topic with faculty expertise. Students will establish a dissertation timeline, select a
dissertation chair and committee members. Third Year — The third-year experience is the final formal
experience required for the counselor education doctoral student. Students will present their
dissertation topic, statement of the problem, and an annotated bibliography of their literature review
to their committee. Students will receive constructive feedback from cohort members as well as
faculty. Students will meet with their committee chair to fully discuss their dissertation topic. This is
the transition from doctoral student to doctoral candidate.
