Reunion Weekend at Hampton University is always a time of celebration, and in May 2025, it was marked by a moment of 
monumental generosity. Dr. Freeman A. Hrabowski III ‘70 and Mrs. Jacqueline C. Hrabowski ‘70, a couple whose lives and 
careers have long been synonymous with educational leadership, returned to campus to make a historic  
$1 million donation. This transformational gift, announced during the festivities, is designated to support student 
scholarships, furthering a legacy of giving that has already touched countless lives at the university. 

Their philosophy of giving is simple yet profound: “To whom much is given, much is required.” It is a principle they have lived 
by since their days as students on this campus. Their recent contribution builds upon a remarkable history of philanthropy, 
including a $500,000 gift in 2020 on the 7th Annual Day of Giving, which was made in honor of their 50th class reunion and 
supported The Jacqueline and Freeman Hrabowski Endowed Scholarship fund. 

For the Hrabowskis, the act of giving is a deeply personal 
one. Dr. Hrabowski reflects on the power of the Hampton 
experience, noting that it not only prepared them 
academically for graduate work at the University of 
Illinois but also instilled in them a crucial “sense of self.”  
Mrs. Hrabowski adds that her time at Hampton reinforced a 
personal motto: “Let your work speak for you.” This belief in 
integrity and commitment has guided their careers and their 
philanthropic efforts. 

Their dedication to Hampton goes beyond financial 
contributions. Their support was recognized in 2018 with the 
naming of The Freeman and Jacqueline Hrabowski Student 
Success Center. This tribute acknowledges their unwavering 
belief that the Hampton experience prepares students to 
become leaders, and their giving is a direct investment in 
that future. 

The Hrabowskis are national education leaders. Dr. 
Hrabowski, who served as president of the University of 

Maryland, Baltimore County (UMBC) from 1992 to 2022, 
has been a consultant on science and math education to 
national agencies. Mrs. Hrabowski, formerly Vice President 
of Corporate Community Involvement at T. Rowe Price, is a 
dedicated community volunteer. They both understand the 
critical need for alumni support to ensure that institutions 
like Hampton can continue their mission. 

When asked about what inspires them, Mrs. Hrabowski 
points to lessons from her father about helping people, 
regardless of financial means. Dr. Hrabowski shares a 
similar sentiment, highlighting the importance of giving 
both time and money. He passionately argues that alumni 
have a responsibility to support their alma mater, and that 
a single Hamptonian can inspire others to give, creating 
a ripple effect of opportunity. The Hrabowskis’ actions 
serve as a powerful testament to this belief, ensuring that 
Hampton’s legacy of excellence and opportunity continues 
for generations to come. 

A Legacy of Leadership and Giving:

Virginia Speaker Don Scott
Virginia Speaker of the House Don Scott, a distinguished lawyer and veteran, 
recently made a significant impact on Hampton University, a place deeply 
connected to his family. During the May 2025 commencement ceremony, 
Speaker Scott announced the creation of the Dr. Mellanda Colson Scott 
Endowed Scholarship, a $100,000 gift honoring his wife, a Hampton alumna. 
This scholarship is designed to support chemistry students who plan to pursue 
dentistry, bridging two important fields of study at the university. 

We sat down with Speaker Scott to discuss his inspiration, his legislative priorities, 
and the power of giving back. 

P A R T  I

Q: This is such a meaningful gesture. What was the 
inspiration behind establishing this scholarship in your 
wife’s name? 

A: It was a way to honor everything Mellanda represents. 
She’s a proud Hampton alumna, Class of 1993, and her 
success as a dentist and mentor is a direct reflection 
of the strong foundation she received here. She has 
always championed the value of education, especially for 
students from underserved communities. This scholarship 
is a proud means for us to give back to the university that 
gave her so much and to help a new generation of leaders 
follow in her footsteps. 

Q: You are the first Black Speaker of the Virginia House of 
Delegates. How does your personal journey influence your 
public and philanthropic work? 

A: My life has been a series of unconventional experiences, 
from being raised by a single mother in Houston to serving 
in the Navy and eventually becoming an attorney. I’ve been 
through challenges, but I’m a firm believer that “it’s not 
where you start in life; it’s where you end up that counts.” 
My journey has shown me the power of second chances 
and the importance of creating pathways to success for 
others. It’s what drives my legislative priorities, which 
include criminal justice reform, and it’s what inspires our 
family to give back. I want to build a stronger Virginia 
where everyone has the opportunity to thrive, regardless 
of their background. 

Q: The scholarship is for chemistry students aspiring to be 
dentists. Why that specific focus? 

A: It’s a direct connection to my wife’s career path. Mellanda 
graduated from Hampton with a chemistry degree 
before getting her dental surgery doctorate from Howard 
University. Hampton’s science programs provide a 
rigorous foundation for medical and dental professions, 
and we want to ensure that students with that dream have 
the financial support to achieve it. It’s about building a 
pipeline of talented, diverse healthcare leaders. 

Q: What message do you hope this act of giving sends to 
other alumni and community members? 

A: I want people to see that giving isn’t just about money; 
it’s about investing in people. President Williams said it 
well—it’s an example of Hampton pride and a commitment 
to the future. Our institutions, especially Historically Black 
Colleges and Universities (HBCUs), need our support to 
continue their vital mission. I hope our donation inspires 
other Hamptonians to give what they can, whether it’s 
their time, their skills, or their resources, to ensure that 
the “Home by the Sea” continues to shape lives and 
secure our shared legacy. 
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The keynote address from The Honorable Don L. Scott, Speaker of the 
Virginia House of Delegates, was nothing short of transformational. The 
first Black Speaker in the House’s 400-year history, Scott shared a deeply 
personal journey—from incarceration to influence—with raw honesty and 
resounding hope. 

“While at LSU Law, I made a mistake. In 1994, I was sentenced to 10 years. 
I thought my life was over,” he said. But redemption was just beginning. 
In the years since, Scott rebuilt his life, launching a law practice that 
has secured more than $100 million in settlements and achieving a full 
presidential pardon from Joe Biden in January 2024. 

His powerful refrain: “You can stand firm because you stand on the 
shoulders of those who came before you. Now, others will stand on yours.” 

With his family beaming from the crowd, Scott’s message rang clear, 
wherever you begin, greatness is within reach. 

From Prison to Power:  
A Keynote That Stirred the Soul 

Planting Seeds of Opportunity 

To thunderous applause, Speaker Scott pledged a $100,000 gift to 
establish the Dr. Mellanda Colson Scott Endowed Scholarship. “This is 
a seed,” he said, “for students like me—those who are brilliant but one 
emergency away from leaving school.” 

His gift, in honor of his wife, a graduate of the class of 1993, will support 
students facing financial adversity, reinforcing Hampton’s commitment 
to access, equity, and excellence amid a national climate of shrinking 
educational resources. 

“HBCUs aren’t going anywhere,” Scott declared. “We are here. We are 
strong. And we are standing tall.”

The Scripps Howard School of Journalism and Communications is shaping the next generation of media 
professionals through experiential learning, research, and strategic partnerships. Over $168,000 in 
scholarships were awarded to 32 students, thanks to generous support from organizations such as 
the WR Hearst Foundation. Students gained national exposure through networking trips to New York 
City studios and reporting fellowships in South Korea, while alumni, who comprise 60% of the School’s 
Advisory Council, serve as mentors and guest lecturers. The School’s emphasis on innovation and 
civic engagement, including a digital absentee voters’ guide project, highlights the power of media to 
advance democracy and social justice. 

Shaping the future of journalism. The Scripps Howard School of Journalism and Communications is committed to preparing the next generation of media professionals 
through experiential learning and strategic partnerships. The school awarded over $168,000 in scholarships to 32 students this year alone, fueling excellence in and out of the 
classroom.
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The School of Liberal Arts and Education continues to 
prepare leaders in education, public service, and the arts 
through philanthropy and grant funding. A $1.2 million 
grant from Communio established the National Center for 
Black Family Life, positioning Hampton as a thought leader 
in strengthening families and communities. Seventeen 
faculty members secured over $3.7 million in research and 
outreach grants, while alumni such as four-star General 
Xavier Brunson ‘90 returned to inspire students at Founder’s 
Day.

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School of Engineering, Architecture & Aviation:  
A Hub for Innovation 

The School of Engineering, Architecture & 
Aviation (SEAA) is charting the future of technical 
education through strategic fundraising and 
hands-on research. With $5.3 million in grants 
from organizations such as the American Society 
for Engineering Education (ASEE), the School 
is equipping students with skills that meet the 
demands of an evolving industry. 

Your giving provided scholarships for half of SEAA students, 
ensuring continued access and success. Through the Verizon STEM 
Summer Camp, 125 local middle school students explored robotics 
and 3D printing, inspiring the next generation of innovators. Alumni 
remain integral, serving on the Engineering Advisory Board and 
mentoring students through monthly engagements. 

This powerful combination of research, outreach, and mentorship 
reinforces SEAA’s role as an incubator for innovation and positions 
it strongly for the capital campaign. 

From the classroom to the runway. Our partnership with Washington 
Dulles International Airport is creating a direct pipeline for student 
success, giving our students a first-hand look at airport operations 
and the future of the aviation industry.

Department of Chemistry and Biochemistry:  
Forging a Future in Science 

In the Department of Chemistry and Biochemistry, science 
meets service. A generous $10,000 gift from alumnus Dr. Isai 
T. Urasa ‘70, established an annual seminar series that has 
already inspired 120 students through career-focused lectures 
from distinguished scientists, including alumna Dr. LaTonya 
Kilpatrick-Liverman ‘86. 

Faculty secured funding from the NIH, NSF, and DOD to support 
cutting-edge research and training initiatives, demonstrating 
how fundraising and federal investment intersect to empower 
learning.

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Department of Computer Science: Engineering Our Digital Future 

At the heart of Hampton’s digital transformation is the Department 
of Computer Science, where strategic philanthropy ignites student 
success. This year, the department secured $141,000 in grants from 
Google and Lockheed Martin, and NSF CyberCorps scholarships fully 
funded 10 students pursuing cybersecurity careers. 

A total of 219 students, including 16 research fellows, benefited from 
upgraded labs and mentoring from alumni working at Google, Leidos, 
and Deloitte. Pre-college initiatives, supported by NSF and Lockheed 
Martin, introduced 33 high school students to the power of coding 
and design thinking. 

Through corporate partnerships and alumni engagement, the 
department is preparing students to lead in an increasingly digital 
world, and to sustain Hampton’s innovation legacy. 

Department of Marine and Environmental Science: 
 A Rising Tide of Research 

The Department of Marine and Environmental 
Science (MES) continues to lead in environmental 
conservation and research, securing new grants 
and partnerships to advance sustainability and 
climate awareness. All four MES faculty obtained 
federal grants and major gifts for scholarships, 
start-up funds, and specialized equipment, while 
the Brownies Outdoors Club received $1,200 from 
the National Park Trust to expand outdoor learning 
opportunities. 

Students participated in scuba certification, field 
research, and professional conferences, while 
alumni facilitated internships at NASA and the 
Virginia Aquarium. With long-term partnerships with 
the Chesapeake Bay Foundation and the Virginia 
Aquarium, MES provides hands-on learning that 
connects science to service. 

Protecting our environment. Ranked among the top marine-focused 
programs at Historically Black Colleges and Universities, MES 
prepares students for careers in marine biology, oceanography, 
environmental law, and more.
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Department of Pharmaceutical Sciences:  
Navigating a Path to Discovery 

The Department of Pharmaceutical Sciences continues 
to break new ground in biomedical research. With $1.2 
million in new funding, including a $250,000 NIH grant 
for a mass spectrometer and an $850,000 NIH National 
Cancer Institute grant, the department is leading in 
cancer genomics and health equity research. 

Students received advanced laboratory training and 
participated in an eight-week biomedical research 
program through partnerships with the University 
of Michigan and Fisk University. The new Pharmacy 
Mentorship Program unites alumni pharmacists 
with students to guide their academic and career 
trajectories. 

Fundraising here excels innovation that saves lives, 
underscoring the power of giving to transform 
discovery into impact.

Funded by the DOE, DOD, and NSF, the 
department’s faculty and students are exploring Quantum 
Optics and Nuclear Fusion Plasma Physics, advancing both 
scientific knowledge and global collaboration.

The PATH (Patient Access to Help) Registry now 
connects patients with housing, transportation, and wellness resources, and the annual 
Men’s Health Fair provided critical cancer screenings to over 100 men, at no cost.

Strategic philanthropic investments have enhanced facilities and modernized programs to meet 
the evolving demands of today’s healthcare landscape. A two-year, $14,000 grant from the Health Resources and Services 
Administration supported a new curriculum designed to address national shortages in HIV clinical care. This year, 76 students 
benefited from scholarships and hands-on learning experiences, including participation in Hampton’s Senior Wellness Day. 
Innovation also continues to drive student success through the launch of a Virtual Reality Program and High-Tech Immersive 
Room, offering realistic simulations that strengthen clinical skills and improve NCLEX-RN® pass rates. Nursing alumni remain 
deeply engaged, mentoring students and contributing to professional development events that extend Hampton’s legacy of 
excellence and community connection. Together, these investments are expanding Hampton’s capacity to prepare world-
class caregivers and positioning the University for future growth in health education and training.

The Department of Physical Therapy, home to the Commonwealth of Virginia’s only accredited Doctor of Physical 
Therapy program located at an HBCU, continues to set the standard for excellence through strategic investment, 
student impact, and philanthropic support.
