e Must have been admitted to the Pre-Professional Nursing Program at
Hampton University.

e Successful completion of all Pre-Professional Nursing Courses (see
Prerequisites on page 4).

e Cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or higher on a 4.0 scale.

e Cumulative science and math grade point average of 3.0 or higher on
a 4.0 scale.

e Not more than one repeat in required math or science courses to
achieve a passing grade of “C”.

e Not more than one repeat in nursing courses to achieve a passing
grade of “78".

e Not more than one course withdrawal in math and/or science courses
to achieve a passing grade of “C”".

e Math and science prerequisites may be no more than 5 years old at
time of the application deadline.

e Acceptable scores on the TEAS® exam
